Shopping and trade in the past

School Learning Resources

This activity will enable the youngest students to engage with what it
was like to live and shop in the Forgotten Landscape 60 years ago.
They will first make a list of the shops, goods and products they could
buy at the time in the local area. They will then role play being a child or
a shopkeeper to buy their shopping.



Shopping in the past '

Objectives

* To understand how shops and shopping has
changed over the past 100 years, and write
formally about this.

* To act out a child shopping or a shopkeeper.

* To write about an experience in a creative way.

School Learning Resources

These objectives are based on the key stage 1 objectives from the
national curriculum. These could be easily adapted to fit lower key
stage 2.

Pupils should be taught to :-

A participate in discussions, presentations, performances, role play,
improvisations and debates.

A listen and respond appropriately to adults and their peers.

A select and use appropriate registers for effective communication.

A write narratives about personal experiences and those of others
(real and fictional)

A write about real events

A write for different purposes

Drama and role-play can contribute to the quality of pupils’ writing by
providing opportunities for pupils to develop and order their ideas
through playing roles and improvising scenes in various settings.

Pupils should be taught to develop their competence in spoken
language and listening to enhance the effectiveness with which they
are able to communicate across a range of contexts and to a range of



audiences. They should therefore have opportunities to work in groups
of different sizes - in pairs, small groups, large groups and as a whole
class.

School Learning Resources

local area and describes a different use of a familiar building.
Alternatively, this is not integral to the main activities and can be
missed out if it makes the task too long for the timeframe or if students
would prefer to focus on the main activity

Shopping trip

You are going on a trip to Thornbury in the past, a local town
with a variety of different shops selling all different kinds of
things, from sweets to shoes, toys to fruit and vegetable.
Remember shops looked different in the past and they sold

School Learning Resources

Set the scene by talking about different types of shops that existed in
the local area in the past. Use the link to look at the website Thornbury
roots, which has many photos from the past of different shops and the
high street. Ask students what the main differences between the
photos of the high street in the past and what it looks like in the
present day.

It is important that the students realise that there were no
supermarkets and few shop chains. This meant that they often bought
products from local people that had been grown or made in the local
area. Explain to students that things weren’t made of plastic and that
foods from around the world were expensive and difficult to buy.
People usually bought different things from different shops. Explain
that people mostly did there shopping by going into specialist shops,
where the shopkeeper knew lots about the products and would be able
to give advice.

School Learning Resources

Use these adverts and the ones on the other slides to investigate the
type of shops there are in Thornbury many years ago. You could give
out the adverts (large images found at the end of the powerpoint) to
students so they could work in smaller groups to try and decide what
the advert is for and what type of shop it came from, or you could do
this as a class activity on the whiteboard. Encourage students to read
the key words on the adverts, for younger students these words could
be highlighted.

Students maybe able to read these questions by themselves and work
in groups or they might need the support of the teacher. The list of
shops could be hidden or used as support.
